Contract description
The Consultant must provide:

Four sculptures must be elaborated and installed at the beginning of the city’s bridge, which is situated at the entrance of Montana. The bridge is on the way of the stadium and the sculptures will represent the sport’s spirit of the town. They will continue the ancient tradition to put sentinels at the city's entrance. The sculptures must be animalistic – Falcon birds with outstretched wings with total size between 1m and 1,5m. The statues of falcons should be made of metal alloy, brass, stone, polymer resin or other material appropriate for sculpturing. As of safety measures the figure should be installed on 3m pedestal. The pedestal should provide artificial lighting for the sculptures at night time strengthening the glorious impression of the falcon statues.

The installation of the sculptures on pedestal with appropriate foundation should be performed in accordance to presented by the contractor and approved by the respective authorities project – situation, visualization, construction project and project part – electricity, consistent with road management authority.
