6. Description of the contract

Restoration, protection and better exposing of roman complex Castra ad Montenesium: Construction works include: Restoration activities of the located at the entrance of the fortress early Christian temple - basilica - cleaning ruins and the surrounding area from vegetation and land masses, levelling of the terrain, development of drainage system for premises and surrounding terrain calculated for heavy rains, retaining the original walls "in situ", building up the walls for about 1m with materials of the same type and look as the original ones in order to give the visitors an impression of the construction techniques of the temple ; Installation of lighting and video surveillance systems ; Reforestation and landscaping activities ;

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping – consortium - of tenderers) which are established in a Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory of the regions covered and/or authorised by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see item 22 below). All goods supplied under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. Participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit one tender. Tenders for parts of the works will not be considered. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.

11. Tender guarantee

No tender guarantee is required.
12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

14. Tender validity

15. Period of implementation of tasks
The time for completion of the construction works is 9 (nine) months from the date of providing access to the Site.


SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
In order to be eligible for the award of the contract, tenderers must provide evidence that they meet the selection criteria. If a tender is submitted by a consortium, unless specified, the selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole.

The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

· The tenderer should present an evidence of a valid professional risk indemnity insurance;

Note: The tenderer should present a general insurance policy covering the third party risks in accordance with Art. 171 para 1 of the Bulgarian Law of Spatial planning, covering the minimum insurance amount according to Bulgarian Ordinance of the terms and conditions of mandatory insurance in design and construction (published in State Gazette No 17 / 02.03.2004) or equivalent
· The average annual turnover of the tenderer in past 3 years (2014, 2015 and 2016) must be at least the equivalence of EUR 230 000;

16.b
Technical and professional capacity of candidate:
· The tenderer must be a firm or a natural person duly registered as per the national law and/or accordingly authorised to carry out the works specified under this contract;

Note: The tenderer should present a Certificate for registration in the Central register of Professional Builders for implementation of construction under Art. 137, para. 1, item 1, letter “M” of the Bulgarian Law of Spatial planning and Article 5, para.1 and 4 of the RULES OF ORDER OF ENTRY AND KEEPING THE CENTRAL REGISTER OF PROFESSIONAL BUILDERS in Bulgaria (published in State Gazette No 65/10.08.2007) or an equivalent document issued according to the legislation of the country where the contractor has its headquarters or is operating.

· It must have completed at least 2 (two) projects of the same nature as the works concerned by the tender and implemented during the following period: 28.04.2009 – 28.04.2017. if it is a partner of a joint venture/consortium (i.e. not the lead member) it must be able to carry out at least 10% of the contract works using its own means.

· All his key staff must have appropriate experience and proven qualifications relevant to works of a similar nature to this project.


The key personnel should consist at least from:

· Quality Assurance Specialist holding a valid Certificate for successfully pass a course for quality control in construction and compliance of used construction products in the works with the essential safety requirements, having minimum 2 (two) years professional experience as Quality Assurance Specialist.

· Specialist “Health and Safety holding a valid Certificate for successfully pass a course for health and safety at work in construction, having minimum 2 (two) years professional experience as specialist “Health and Safety in construction works”
· The tenderer should have a valid certificate for implemented Quality Management System ISO 9001:2008 (or equivalent) with a range construction works, including restoration and conservation works 
· The tenderer should have a valid certificate for implemented system for environmental protection ISO 14001:2004 (or equivalent) with a range construction works
